THE BREEDERS CHALLENGE CUP for competition by Breeders, shall be awarded to the Breeder of the goats to
which the highest number of points is allotted in competition at certain shows, not exceeding nine in number, in
any one calendar year. The goats need not necessarily be exhibited by the Breeder. Points will be allotted to
goats winning prizes as follows:- Each 1st prize, 3 points; 2nd prize, 2 points; and 3rd prize, 1 point; subject to no
goat being allotted more than three points in Inspection classes, and three points in Milking Competitions at any one
show.

Any Breeder must obtain a minimum of 30 points or the cup will not be awarded. No points will be allotted in
respect of awards in "family’, ‘novice', or other restricted classes.
